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Introduction: The UALR Baseball Team
and coaching staff will host the lst annual
University of Arkansas at Little Rock Baseball
Fall Instructional League for high school aged
players. This provides an opportunity to
showcase and improve your skills in front of
the UALR baseball coaches and players.

2012 Schedule: Each team will be
scheduled to play 6 games (1 game each
Sunday for 6 consecutive weeks). A 7th Sun-
day (Oct. 21st) will be designated as a
makeup date in case we run into any cancel-
lations due to weather. The first games will
be scheduled for Sunday, September 9th.
Games will be played all day on Sunday. We
ask that participants arrive 1 hour prior to
their scheduled game time each day. In-
struction will begin 45 minutes prior to the
scheduled time of each game and will last for
approximately 30— 45 minutes.

Exposure: In addition to the 6 regular-
ly scheduled games, there will be 2 show-
case teams picked to play each other after
the conclusion of the 6 weeks. The showcase
teams will be selected by the UALR players
who coach the teams based on the following
criteria: performance during the league
games, willingness to listen, attitude, and
physical ability; with priority given to the
older participants. Other collegiate coaches
will be invited to attend the showcase game.

Games: Special rules will govern the

games.

1) Everyone on the team bats. We keep rosters
small to allow for maximum participation.
Every attempt will be made to rotate all play-
ers. No one will just “sit the bench.”

2) Games are seven innings or a two-hour time
limit.

Instruction: Instruction will be given during
a 30-45 minute segment prior to the teams’ game
each week as well as during the games to all
players. The UALR coaching staff and players
will give all instruction.

Equipment: Each player will be required to
bring his own spikes, baseball pants, mitt, bat
and hat. Helmets will be provided. Some catch-
er’s gear and bats can be provided. Game shirts
will be issued on the day of the first game.

Rosters: Rosters are limited to ensure maxi-
mum participation. For transportation conven-
iences, players from respective high schools will
be kept together on a team, especially where
considerable travel is involved. Attempts will be
made to balance rosters with position players
and pitchers. Each participant will be expected
to declare first and second choice positions. Fall
League provides an excellent opportunity to
learn new positions.

Fee: A $200.00 fee will be charged for each
participant payable to: Trojan Baseball Camps.
The fee includes six weeks of games (along with
possible participation in the showcase event),
instruction from the UALR players and coaching
staff, and game t-shirts. No refunds will be made

Deadline: The deadline for the Fall League is
Wednesday, August 29th, 2012, however space
is limited and spaces will be available on a “l1st
come, lst serve” basis. You will be contacted
shortly after the deadline with details about what
team you are on and when your first game will

be. You will receive a schedule by e-mail
prior to the first day.

Group Discounts: Groups of 5 or more
that register together will receive a discount-
ed rate of $180/person. Teams that register
together (at least 12 participants) will re-
ceive a discounted rate of $160/person.

Champions Showcase: The champi-

ons showcase camp will be held on August
25th and 26th (Pick one or the other) for se-
lect 2013 - 2015 high school graduates. This
showcase is geared for those who are seri-
ous about playing college baseball. Other
college coaches will be invited to attend the
camp. Check the UALR camp website at
www.ualrtrojanbaseballcamps.com for more
information about this year’s fall showcase
camp. The cost for the Champions Showcase
is $150 but if you are a 2012 Fall League par-
ticipant the cost is $115 (or $295 total if com-
bined with Group/Team rate).
